Therapeutic Play

Eligibility criteria
Families with at least one child
under the age of 6

The family has been assessed as
suitable for restoration

Child/ren are in statutory OOHC
for least three months (or will
be)

The parent/s can attend a
Newpin centre twice a week.

Referrals to the program

DCJ and NGO caseworkers are
encouraged to refer families.
Newpin enrolment does not affect
PSP funding packages.

DCJ Caseworker can refer within
ChildStory by creating a ‘New
Service Request’ and then
selecting ‘request an external
referral’.

NGO Caseworker can email
NewpinNSW@Uniting.org for a
Newpin NGO referral form.
